1. A member in good standing is entitled to one (1) plot.

Burial expenses are additional.

2. A married member is entitled to two (2) plots, for self and spouse.

Burial expenses are additional.

3. All children of members who are under 19 years of age are entitled to a plot at no charge.  Burial expenses are additional.

4.   All dependent exceptional children of members are entitled to a plot at no charge.

      Burial expenses are additional.

4. Burial plots are not transferable.

Opening and closing of single grave including routine maintenance of cemetery  grounds (grass cutting only):

Monuments:

All monument companies must submit a permit with a check directly to the Association before work is started.  Fee for permit:
